You
may have even done something like it a time or two, as well. It's when you're working on a
computer, or typing a message and all of a sudden your information is gone and you
remember that you did not even get a chance to save the information before it was
suddenly dismissed. What a feeling of hopelessness. Even worse, is if you have accidentally
sent a letter or message to the wrong person and there is no way to un-send it.

I'm sure you've been there. With that horrible feeling of not being able to undo what
it is that you had done. Then you think, “Now what do | do¢ Where do | go from here?2”

As Christians we never have to feel this same hopelessness about our lives. We do
not have to deal with such regret or guilt because Jesus came and released us of those
feelings. This week starts a new year, and most of us associate this time of year with
resolutions. It allows us an opportunity to recommit ourselves to some venture that we were
unsuccessful with last year.

That's what Christ does for each one of us. He steps into our lives and creates in us a
fresh start; a spirit of renewal. When our lives are with Him, then we receive an opportunity
to create resolutions daily; that we will live better, pray more, and study more of His Word.
And the greatest part of grace is that we don’t do these things to be accepted by Him; we
do them because we are already accepted by Him.
